If
you have disobeyed at any time, what was
the reaction-of your parents on such occa-
sions? They might be sad. Your parents love
you. They are eager that you shouid walk in

_good ways and be good children. That is why

when you disobey and-do wrong-they become
sad. They may scold you and punish you that
you may correct-your deeds. Similarly God
the Father too wants us to-be obedlent to
Him. ' "
